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UC Missing Records
The UC campus OPACs include many records which are not represented in the OCLC database.    To test the WorldCat Local service as a potential Next Generation Melvyl, the Implementation Team intends to load sample records for the categories of records we are most likely to want represented in the new system and that represent the greatest challenges.  Based on an evaluation of the sample loads, UC and OCLC staff will also develop detailed record loading plans during the pilot that can be implemented if UC decides to move from pilot to production.
