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The Executive Team is pursuing the following strategies for the Next Generation Melvyl Pilot, based on WorldCat Local.

1. Melvyl “views”
Strategy:  OCLC will create 11 “views” of the Next Generation Melvyl pilot, one that labels all UC holdings as “University of California Libraries” in the search results list, plus one for each campus that labels that campus’ holdings with the specific campus name and that sorts that campus’ holdings to the top of the list.

Intended Result:  Each “view” will have its own URL and will be linked to a downloadable search box.  Each campus can decide whether to link any or all of the “views” from the local library Web site during the pilot.

Resource implications for each campus:  None to create the campus-specific view.  Some staff time needed if a campus wants to make changes to local Web pages, to insert the search box and add links to new Melvyl views.

UC-wide view:

· In the “Search UW Libraries and Beyond” box, do a search
· In the results list, imagine “University of Washington Libraries” AND “Summit” both replaced with “University of California Libraries.”
Campus-specific view: 

· Go the University of Washington site http://www.lib.washington.edu/ 

· In the “Search UW Libraries and Beyond” box, do a search
· In the results list, imagine “University of Washington Libraries” replaced with “UC Berkeley Libraries” (or UC Irvine Libraries, etc) and “Summit” replaced with “University of California Libraries.”
2. Links to local ILSs
Strategy:  Work with OCLC to implement links to all 10 campus ILSs during the pilot.  For each of the 4 ILS systems, the Executive Team will get agreement from a campus that has the necessary resources to serve as a “lead implementer” for that ILS.   The lead implementers will work with OCLC to test and confirm the links with WorldCat Local.  Other campuses using the same ILS will hopefully be able to adopt the same linkages with minimal resource investment.

Intended Result:  When the full record is accessed, the holdings of all campuses will show in the WorldCat Local box at the top of the screen.  Users will be able to see sub-locations, call numbers, and circulation status for all holdings.  Users will be able to connect to the local system to place holds, renew books, and view their borrowing records.  Request will be enabled for all campus users and collections.

Resource implications for each campus:  Lead implementers will contribute technical staff for several weeks of testing with OCLC.  We hope that follow-on implementers will only need to contribute minimal technical staff, to verify that the link also works with that system.  We will know more as testing proceeds.
