Core Data to Store in the OCLC Local Holdings Record (LHR)

Following is a selection of core data that it would be desirable to store in the OCLC Local Holdings Record (LHR). All of the following examples are currently valid in the OCLC LHR. Excluded from this list are fields that are required for the LHR (Leader, Directory, 001, 007, 008).
Bibliographic Data Examples:

Data element: Immediate Source of Acquisition (541) 

Use case: Used by staff to record acquisition information; primarily used by Special Collections.
Index: No

Data element: Ownership and Custodial History (561) 

Use case: Used to record provenance information; primarily used by Special Collections.
Index: Yes, if possible.

Data element: Copy and Version Identification (562) 

Use case: Used to record interesting or important bibliographical details of an individual copy; primarily used by Special Collections; can be used to maintain security of high-value items.
Index: No
Data element: Binding Information (563) 

Use case: Used to record interesting or important details of the binding of an individual copy; primarily used by Special Collections; can be used to maintain security of high-value items.

Index: No
Data element: Action Note (583) 

Use case: Used to record details of conservation and preservation history.
Index: No
Data element: Electronic Location and Access (856, including subfields $u, $z, and $3) 

Use case: Provides remote access to electronic versions of resources.
Index: Yes ($u) and No ($z, $3)
Holdings Data Examples:

Data element: Summary Information

Use case: Provides users with information about specific volumes held (e.g., the extent of holdings for a serial title)

Data element: Local Call Number (852)

Use case: Provides users with call number, shelf location, copy number, etc., of an individual item. Note: 852 $a and $b are required for all LHRs.

It is also desirable to record other Local Bibliographic Data. If the pilot can accommodate Institutional Records (IR), this data could be stored there. If not, it would be desirable that this information be recorded in the LHR, even if it is not indexed (although indexing is preferred). Note: The fields below are not currently defined for the MARC 21 Holdings Format, however, OCLC might allow them in the LHRs just as they currently allow some undefined MARC 21 Bibliographic Format fields in bibliographic records (e.g., 936, 987).
Data element: Local notes (59X) with copy-specific (e.g. provenance, variant descriptive data, etc.) information 
Use case: Used to provide copy-specific information; can be used to maintain security of high-value items.
MARC Example:

590 __ Library’s copy signed by the author.

590 __ Library’s copy imperfect: p. 155-158 wanting.
Index: No
Data element: Local Index Term – Genre/Form (655) with thesaurus specified ($2) and institution code ($5)
Use case: Used to index copy-specific genre/form headings; used primarily by Special Collections to index provenance terms.
MARC Examples:

655 _7 Authors’ presentation copies (Provenance) $2 rbprov $5 CU-BANC
655 _7 Motion pictures $v French language. $2 local

Index: Yes
Data element: Local Subject Headings (69X) with copy-specific (e.g. provenance) relator code/term and institution code ($5)
Use case: Used to apply non-LC subject access to individual records.
MARC Examples: 

690 __ Electronic journals $x Education.

690 __ Dissertations, Academic $x UCSD $x [discipline]
691 __ San Francisco (Calif.) $v Maps $y 1906.

Index: Yes

Data element: Added Name Entries (7XX) with copy-specific (e.g. provenance) relator code/term and institution code ($5)
Use case: Used to collocate individual items from a collector.
MARC Examples: 

700 1_ Hearst, Phoebe Apperson, $d 1842-1919. $4 asn $5 CU-BANC
or

700 1_ Hearst, Phoebe Apperson, $d 1842-1919, $e former owner. $5 CU-BANC

Index: Yes
Data element: Added Uniform Title (730, 793, 799) with institution code ($5)
Use case: Used to collocate factitious collections.
MARC Examples:

730 0_ Bancroft poetry archive. $5 CU-BANC

799 0_ Swiss Enlightenment collection. $5 CU-BANC
Index: Yes
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
