In general, $u contains the URL for the resource (usually a local persistent identifier, not always appropriate for the OCLC master record since some of the URLs are IP specific or require passwords, etc.) and $z contains local access restriction information and the name of the online provider/aggregator (could be appropriate for the OCLC master record). For in-house or vendor-provided records, $x is used locally to record the name of the SCP cataloging agency that creates the electronic reproduction records (not appropriate for the OCLC master record). For archival materials, $3 is used to specify a related online resource and $u contains that resource, usually a finding aid (appropriate for the OCLC master record).
