Next Generation Pilot – New Release Date: May 27

The UC-OCLC Executive Team, in consultation with the Implementation Team, has made the decision to delay the launch of the Next Generation Melvyl Pilot until Tuesday, May 27, 2008.   This decision was made for two reasons: 

As OCLC was conducting load tests, several campuses experienced performance problems at high loads.  These problems have now been resolved.

In addition, UC Berkeley experienced a serious server problem.  Staff at Berkeley appear to have resolved that problem, and OCLC is continuing to perform tests to confirm the resolution.  

One option being considered when problems arose was to release only 9 campus catalogs next Monday—all campuses except the Berkeley and UC Systemwide views.  As Berkeley’s problem came closer to resolution, we decided to wait an extra week and confirm that Berkeley’s situation was stable.  This allows us to release a complete Next Generation Melvyl Pilot, rather than releasing the pilot on time, but doing a phased rollout without all campuses.   UC and OCLC will continue testing on stable systems, and we will launch on the 27th with all campuses represented in the pilot.  

Usability testing will proceed as planned beginning at UC Berkeley next week, and continuing the following week at UC Irvine.
