Discussion and Action Items

I.
Welcome

Introductions of all members and welcome to three new members.

II.
Review of Charge and Membership

The charge <libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/hops/infolit/charge.html> was reviewed and group endorsed that a number of revisions be made, particularly to bullets one and three.  The group endorsed the idea of having the members annually review and update the list of their campus' information literacy activities and more accurately reflecting our goals for sharing various models rather than aiming for one unified program for all campus libraries. The revised charge would be submitted to HOPS for consideration.

ACTION: E. Dupuis will draft a proposed revision to the charge based on the conference call discussion and send that to the group list for review and approval.  ACTION: E. Dupuis and C. Palmer will submit those recommended changes to HOPS for consideration along with the annual report.

III.
Website

Don Barclay (UCM) has resigned from this group.  Michelle Jacobs replaced him and has agreed to become our new web manager.  She will be maintaining the IL CIG's web pages at <http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/infolit/> and <http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/hops/infolit/>.  Thanks to Don and Sarah McDaniel for their work in bringing up and maintaining these two sites.  It was suggested that we ask for statistics about how much traffic the pages have received and consider additional strategies for making people aware of these sites.  One idea was to promote these pages at the upcoming workshop.

ACTION: E. Melzer will inquire at CDL if we can get hit counts for our web pages and, if so, will send the data to the group.  If there are ways for us to easily see the data ourselves, E. Melzer will share that information with M. Jacobs as our web manager. 

IV.
IL Assessment Activities

Kari Lucas shared a draft document called "Draft UC Information Literacy Programs' Evaluation and Student Outcome Assessment Activities".  It was suggested that something related to this draft could inform one of the panel discussions at the workshop.  One section of the draft asked campuses to identify assessment activities they were currently engaged with.  Questions arose about whether this information would be useful if gathered with "yes/no" responses, how some campuses would have a difficult time gathering feedback from other instruction coordinators at their libraries, and how we would plan to use the information gathered.  This document's relationship to the annual survey (discussed in a review of the charge), workshop topics, and what would be most useful to instruction coordinators will be considered by a small working group who will make recommendations in the spring.


ACTION: E. Dupuis will draft a charge for a sub-group related to this project.


ACTION: K. Lucas, S. McDaniel, and P. Caravello volunteered to serve on that 

sub-group, with a report to the larger group by March 2006.

V.
IL Workshop

Cathy Palmer reviewed the revised workshop/forum proposal called "Infusing Information Literacy throughout the UCs" and dated 8/25/05, which was approved by SOPAG on September 21.  The ULs contributed $5000 and UCI has offered to contribute up to $1500 additional funds.  A discussion of possible dates focused on May, with the third week and second week preferred.  With the support of UCI's funding and willingness to handle local arrangements, Cathy will investigate the possibility of hosting this event at UCI or at a hotel near their airport.  If a good location is not available the preferred dates and at no cost near UCI, other campuses will be asked if they can meet those criteria to host the event.  Rather than the IL CIG members needing to organize the entire workshop alone, it was suggested that LAUC or HOPS be contacted to help identify additional assistance at each campus.  Broader involvement from more library staff may diffuse the workload and help generate enthusiasm for the event.

ACTION: C. Palmer, D. Murphy, and E. Melzer volunteered to serve as the workshop planning oversight committee.   They will investigate locations, dates, and logistics, and create a checklist of tasks related to the other elements of the workshop to be planned (such as registration, local arrangements, poster sessions, workshop sessions, panels, evaluation, web site, etc) with a report back to the group as soon as possible.

ACTION: All members should continue to send to the lists their ideas for keynote speakers who could frame the whole day and provide a context for the practical small group sessions to follow. 

VI.
Chair/Co-Chair for 2005/2006

The IL CIG needs to identify the new chair or co-chairs for next year. The group endorsed contacting Jane Faulkner, who could not be available for this conference call, to invite her to serve as chair.
