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BACKGROUND:

The UC Information Literacy Forum which took place on August 10, 2006 on the UC Irvine campus was the result of our efforts to fulfill the fourth aspect of our charge.  The forum was designed to provide an arena for librarians to share innovative approaches to the challenges of teaching information literacy and information mastery to students in order to leverage and multiply these efforts across the UC system, and to encourage further collaboration and integration between and across campuses.  The Information Literacy Forum proposal is included as an appendix to this report. 
 
Planning:
Planning for the Information Literacy Forum began shortly after the proposal was approved.  Cathy Palmer, UC Irvine and Elizabeth Dupuis, UC Berkeley were the co-chairs of the IL Forum Planning Committee.  The first task of the Planning Committee was to identify a keynote speaker.  We wanted to invite a librarian with a national reputation, ideally from an institution outside the UC system, who could provide a provocative and intellectually challenging keynote address that would set the tone for the events that followed. After selecting a keynote speaker, IL CIG members were appointed to subcommittees, and Sarah McDaniels took on the role as co-facilitator. The goal of each of these was to provide multiple opportunities for instruction librarians on the various campuses to see highlights of IL programs and achievements on other campuses.  

THE WORKSHOP:

Keynote Presentation
Jennifer Dorner of Portland State University, and the current Chair of the ACRL Instruction Session, discussed the changing role of IL in the Disciplines and ways in which librarians can refocus their strategies for working with faculty. Cross-fertilization of Ideas: Next Steps
This portion of the workshop was cut short due to the crises at the airports. We ended the conference around 3:00pm so that attendees could make their flights. To continue the conversation started at the workshop a Wiki has been set up at <ucilcig.pbwiki.com>.


Recommendations based on the Workshop form attendees and IL CIG members:
1) Target the workshop for newer instruction librarians.
2) To reduce budget costs, charge a small fee for participants.

3) Offer the workshop yearly on a range of IL concepts. 
4) Create a selection process for attendees that is conducted by the IL CIG. This would create and audience that would best benefit content of the workshop.

5) A mentoring program for new librarians.
6) Remind people of the availability of the DL-Instruct listserv and encourage its use by UC Instruction Librarians.  

7) Participate in survey development and analysis—for example, analyze the results of the recent UCUES (UC Undergraduate Experience Survey).

8) Schedule workshops or forums of UC Instruction librarians in conjunction with other meetings such as CARL.


9) Investigate ways for UC instruction librarians with similar subject responsibilities to work collaboratively to create tutorials and other teaching tools that can be easily adapted to individual libraries and campuses.


10) Include faculty.


11) Allow more free time for participants to mingle and informally share ideas.


12) Include Icebreakers and mixers at the start of the presentation.

Conclusion: The workshop addressed two of the three sections of the IL CIG Charge;

· To develop and support strategies for sharing information about those information literacy activities that might lead to collaboration and cooperation among the UC libraries. 

· Propose training, workshops, or other mechanisms for promoting and enhancing information literacy initiatives for the University of California Libraries for the future. 


The workshop brought up many ideas for continued collaborative idea sharing and additional areas that the IL CIG could work on in the future. The recommendations will be reviewed in the October IL CIG conference call. Some of the outcomes of the workshop will be added to the IL CIG projects for 2006-2007.
