2. Announcements 

Becky: SCP has nearly completed the processing of 3200 Taylor and Francis titles including 1215 new titles. 

Shi: New members: Please give Shi your contact information

3. SCP-AC Shared Service Team charge update—Manuel. 

Charge has been prepared and sent to CDL. We are still waiting to hear back.

4. SCP had had a policy to provide regular link checking. However, this policy has been in abeyance for quite some time, due to the more pressing needs of current cataloging. As a result SCP needs to come to an agreement with the campuses as to the future (or not) of regular link checking. It is painful but true, that if you have limited staff, that this is an activity that can be cut. The amount of Bibpurls that UCSD has created over time is in the 80,000s. We would like to find out what other UC libraries are doing in terms of link checking. 

SCP Questions for Campuses: 

a. Does your library perform linking/persistent URLs validation for campus level licensed contents? (Y/N) 

b. If yes, what is the number and level of FTE of those doing this? 

c. Could you describe the routine, workflow, and workload? 

Responses 

SCP: Has not been able to perform regular link checking. 

UCR: have 2 LA3's that do link checking when serials are renewed. Manuel will follow up with time totals. 

UCSB: Uses Aleph link checker for local IR but have only run it twice in 15 years. Last time was in 2014. Noah regularly checking. Rely on user reports 

UCD: Primarily User reports. 

UCI: Check Tier 3 only. Problems go out to a LAIV. Checks are done monthly on 404 and 405 errors only. Checks are limited to UCI purchases. 

UCM: Tier every 1 to 3 months. Otherwise user (?) reports. 

UCLA: Tier 3 SERIALS are in SFX and using KB update reports. Open access is through bib purls validation. Checking PIDS resulted in too many false positives. Monos are checked by user reports. 

UCSF: Used to use a app, but no longer free. Just user reports now. 

UCB: User report 

UCSD: User report; OCLC BibPurl notification, PID validation (on annual basis)

UCSC: No link checking.  We correct problematic links that are reported by staff and users. 

SCP: Beginning to use SFX for SCP Serials updates (coverage, new titles, deleted titles, etc.) within a portfolio/package. PIDS and Bib Purls validation. User reports. 

5. Do campuses (probably with the exception of Merced) leave the local title information in each record? (This is the package information, e.g., Oxford online journals). Is this useful to you? —Becky. 

UCB: Leave them and index in titles.

UCLA: Leave. 

UCD: Leave and index. Titles 

UCSF: Keep. Check packages to confirm packages. 

UCSD: Yes leave 

UCSC: Yes leave in the records 

UCI: Does leave the package information in the record (793 and 856$z).  UCI finds it very useful.

6. I know that Shi and I would be very interested in hearing how UCD’s imminent implementation of Alma is going to affect your receipt of records from SCP? (if at all). This may not be an appropriate topic for SCP-AC. If not, would you please respond on email?—Becky. 

We are still in the middle of the implementation (go live is schedule for Thursday) and we are still finalizing how we will be handling SCP loads. I would be happy to discuss our experience as part of next month's conference call.—Jared. 

7. SCP update—Shi and Becky 

Shi: recently had a request as to where the campus can see SCP cataloging priorities. Up to this point the priorities document has not been shared. However we are certainly willing to do this—these will be posted at SCP website. Revise doc will be sent to SCP-AC. Shi will send link.
