2006-2007 UCAC Annual Report

The UC Archivists Council (UCAC) met twice: first, at CSU-East Bay Oakland campus (27 October 2006) and, second, at UC San Diego (12 April 2007). The chair of UCAC rotated from Farrell (UCB) to Skarstad (UCD) at the fall meeting. Jackie Dooley (UCI) became vice chair.
1. Goals and Objectives: Each meeting began with a review of the year’s goals and objectives. The main objectives included developing a common framework for working with electronic records; supporting systemwide initiatives involving archives management and the work of the California Digital Library (CDL); and addressing the CDC/SOPAG charge to work on issues relating to the management of archival records in digital formats.
2. Activities and Accomplishments:

♦ UCAC organized and presented an E-Records Workshop. See “Final Report” at:

♦ A UCAC subcommittee participated in a web archiving project testing a tool to enable archivists to capture web content, create metadata and store it in the Digital Preservation Repository (DPR).
♦ UCAC received a demonstration of the Archivists’ Toolkit™, a new archival data management system developed by UCSD, NYU, and the Five Colleges.
♦ “UC Faculty Papers: Identification and Appraisal” was completed and released.

♦ UCAC members participated in the Online Archive of California (OAC) interface redesign workgroup.
♦ UCAC reviewed the issues that have arisen relating to electronic theses and dissertations on the various campuses.
3. Impact of UCAC Activities: In this year’s activities UCAC broadened and enriched the available collections, lowered or contained costs, and made collections more available by (a) completing the E-Records Workshop training, finishing the revision and dissemination of the “Faculty Papers” policy and continuing the preparation for a collaborative policy statement for Academic Senate records; (b) advising CDL on the Web Archiving Project; (c) advising the OAC regarding the new user interface; and (d) examining the Archivist’s Toolkit™ for its possible application in shared arrangement and description of collections.
