SUBJECT:   2007-2008 UCAC Annual Report

The UC Archivists Council (UCAC) conferred by conference call once and met once; first, by phone (22 February 2008) and, second, in person at UC Berkeley (3 June 2008).  In January 2008, the chair, John Skarstad (UCD), resigned because of workload issues at his campus.  Steve Coy (UCSD) assumed the chair to fill out the UCD term.
1. Goals and Objectives:  The in-person meeting began with a review of the year's goals and objectives.  The year's objectives included developing a policy statement on Academic Senate records; monitoring HOSC/CDL discussions on management of digital images; determining archivists' authority to give copyright permission to publish; participating in the testing phase of CDL's Web Archiving Service (WAS) development; monitoring campus ETD programs; forwarding article ideas to the UC Chronicle; monitoring campuses' development of institutional repositories; and monitoring and evaluating Archivists' Toolkit implementations.
2.  Activities and Accomplishments:

· A UCAC subcommittee participated in CDL's Web Archiving Service's WAS 4 and 5 pilot test and organized a WAS presentation to UCAC archivists at the UC Berkeley meeting.

· UCAC successfully proposed the UC Faculty Papers Guidelines as a discussion topic for the College & University section's meeting at SAA in 2008. Four UCAC members participated in a presentation on the Guidelines at the SAA 2008 annual meeting.
· UCAC continued to monitor the workflow and preservation of electronic theses and dissertations and initiated a discussion with CDL's Digital Preservation Repository to move along the deposit of archival ETDs.
· UCAC monitored HOSC/CDL discussions on management of digital images and UCAC members continued to participate in the Online Archive of California (OAC) interface redesign working group.
· UCAC drafted a policy statement on collecting Academic Senate records and distributed it for review.

· UCAC reviewed the implementation of the LAUC Records Retention Schedule.
· UCAC continued to monitor the Archivists' Toolkit implementations at UCSD and UCI.
3.   Impact of UCAC Activities:  In this year's activities UCAC broadened and enriched the available collections, lowered or contained costs, and made collections more available by (a) drafting a collaborative policy statement on collecting Academic Senate records, (b) consulting with CDL on the development of the Web Archiving Service (WAS) tool to capture and preserve UC websites of historical significance, (c) monitoring campus electronic thesis and dissertation programs and proposing generalized workflows for depositing archival copies in the DPR, (d) monitoring and evaluating campus implementations of the Archivists' Toolkit for the management and description of University records, (e) disseminating the UC Faculty Papers Guidelines at a national meeting, and (f) reducing our bi annual meetings to one in-person and several conference calls.
