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1. Wiki software? MediaWiki.

2. Blog software? No.

3. ILS/Catalog software?  Aleph 18.

4. Content Management System? Will be installing and using Dspace for digital objects. We do not use a CMS for the library Web site. 

5. Using a development framework?  What? We use inhouse PHP and CSS.

6. What do you use to serve audio files? Formats supported? Will use Dspace. Dspace fully supports x-aiff, x-mpeg, and x-wav and recognizes but does not guarantee full support for basic and x-pn-realaudio.

7. What do you use to serve video files?  Formats supported? Will use Dspace. Dspace fully supports mpeg and recognizes but does not guarantee full support for quicktime.
