· Survey the campus libraries to determine what information literacy activities are currently underway, the scope of those activities, and the progress to date. 

· On the basis of the information gleaned from the survey, consider how those activities might lead to collaboration and cooperation among the campuses, sharing models that have been successful. 

· Collaborate with others in proposing models for a UC Libraries Information Literacy Initiative that will support and strengthen the campus library programs. 

· Propose training, workshops, or other mechanisms for promoting and enhancing information literacy initiatives for the University of California Libraries for the future.

GOALS AND PROGRESS
1. Create a UC Information Literacy web site.

Status: Completed: http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/infolit/

2. Propose and find a sponsor for an Information Literacy Best Practices Workshop.

Status: The Workshop Proposal was approved by SOPAG and the University Librarians.  SOPAG/ULs will contribute $5000.00 toward the workshop and UC-Irvine will contribute up to $1500.00 to support the workshop.  A workshop planning committee is appointed.  The committee members are Cathy Palmer (UCI), Ellen Meltzer (CDL) and Debbie Murphy (UCSC).  The workshop will take place during the first three weeks of May, 2006 depending on the availability of a suitable venue and the availability of the keynote speaker (to be determined).

3. Create a “Consumer’s Report” for Information Literacy Assessment instruments. 

Status: Ongoing. During the conference call on September 29, Kari Lucas shared a draft document called "Draft UC Information Literacy Programs' Evaluation and Student Outcome Assessment Activities".  One section of the draft asked campuses to identify assessment activities they were currently engaged with.  Questions arose about whether this information would be useful if gathered with "yes/no" responses, how some campuses would have a difficult time gathering feedback from other instruction coordinators at their libraries, and how we would plan to use the information gathered.  A small working group will consider this document's relationship to the annual survey (discussed below in Recommendations), workshop topics, and what would be most useful to instruction coordinators.  The Working Group will make recommendations in the spring.

4. Continue to develop and promote mechanisms for and a culture of information sharing about activities and best practices of the instruction coordinators on each campus.

Status: Ongoing. The forum/workshop tentatively scheduled for 2006 will provide the pronounced initiative to encourage librarians at the UC campuses to share effective practices and models.  Excerpts for various models will be added to the UC information literacy web site and the event evaluation will solicit ideas for other mechanisms to share this type of information between campuses. RECOMMENDATIONS

1.  Request for Possible Revision of Charge: 


After discussion, Information Literacy Common Interest Group members request that HOPS consider the following revisions (indicated in bold) to the charge for the group.  After three years of experience and work on the IL CIG, members feel that there has not been significant movement toward or support for a  system-wide UC Libraries Information Literacy Initiative.  However, there is a significant level of activity concerning Information Literacy at each campus library.  The proposed change to bullet acknowledges the goal of pursing and supporting  any system-wide information literacy initiatives in tandem with the information literacy initiatives that are on-going at each campus.

· Use the Information Literacy Activity survey ( See item #3 in Goals and Progress above) and other appropriate mechanisms to survey the campus libraries annually  to determine what information literacy activities are currently underway, the scope of those activities, and the progress to date. 

· On the basis of the information gleaned from the survey, consider how those activities might lead to collaboration and cooperation among the campuses, sharing models that have been successful. 

· Actively create and pursue opportunities that support and enhance Information Literacy Programs on each campus and across the UC system.

· Propose training, workshops, or other mechanisms for promoting and enhancing information literacy initiatives for the University of California Libraries for the future.
