Information Literacy Assessment “Consumer Reports”
Proposal to HOPS IL CIG
The purpose of this project is to share information among the UCs about assessment approaches and instruments, commercial and otherwise.   The short reports will provide practical details on the assessment and the institution’s experience, links to additional information where available, and contacts for follow-up.

Possible approaches for collecting and disseminating the information:

· Collect information from UCs and place in a chart which could be edited annually.

· Worksheets solicited, edited, and placed on a Wiki or static web page.  

· Wiki arranged by instrument name/type, assigned editor.  

Elements of Report (Could be set up as a worksheet or web form)
Description: If commercially available, provide official name and vendor link.  If homegrown, supply title and institutional and/or individual authors. 

Purposes: What are the stated purposes of the assessment as designed?  What was the campus’s purpose in using the instrument?  (e.g. to assess student's information literacy skills at various points in their academic careers?  to evaluate the effectiveness of a library instruction session?  To provide feedback on a particular assignment or course?)

Validity/Reliability:    How was the instrument developed?  Particularly if the assessment is homegrown, have you established in any way the validity/reliability of the instrument?

Human Subjects: Did you have to complete an institutional review or other paperwork for the administration of the test?  Are there any release or informed consent forms associated with the administration?  

Administration: Is there a particular sampling procedure or group?  If not, how do you obtain the sample? (or: how do you get students to take the test)  How long does the assessment take and in what environment/situation is it administered? Is it administered in paper or online?
Cost/Personnel: Is there a cost associated with the assessment?  Who updates the instrument?  Who (i.e., what level of personnel, and from what dept, library or other) administers?  Is there any data entry for the results?  Who compiles and analyzes the results?  Do you offer incentives to students to participate?

Output: What formats is information from the assessment available in?  What are the audiences for the results?  How is the output presented to different audiences?  How has the data been used?

References: Are there any published articles or publicly available reports on the school's experience?  And/or is there a recommended reading about the assessment?  Provide URL or pdf of any report done at the campus.
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
