2005-2006 GOALS AND PROGRESS

Status: Complete. On August 10, 2006 the Workshop was held at UCI. Several subgroups were established to help in the planning of the workshop. Jennifer Dorner, ACRL Instruction Chair was the keynote speaker and the workshop consisted of two panel presentations, small group breakout sessions and in-depth networking and idea sharing. Based on the information presented Michelle Jacobs webmaster and ILCIG Chair created a Wiki to further support the goals of the workshop and to improve the Web presence of the IL CIG

2006-2007 PROPOSED GOALS

The HOPS IL CIG identified the following as potential goals for 2006-2007:

1.  Complete the Information Literacy Activity Assessment survey which will be used to gather information from each campus on the level and status of campus and library information literacy activities.

2. Continue to enhance the visibility of the Information Literacy: What the UC Libraries Are Doing through the website http://libraries.universityofcalifornia.edu/infolit/ and the Wiki.

3. Plan an annual in person meeting for the HOPS IL CIG to be held at CDL.

a. HOPS Response: “HOPS does support a face-to-face meeting for the IL CIG, but we do need to advise you that it is still up to each campus to support travel for any given CIG member.  In light of that fact, it is best that the CIG emphasize economical and convenient travel connections when choosing a venue.   The next step for your planning is for the CIG to decide where and when to meet.  If you wish to explore meeting at CDL, Ellen Meltzer would be the person who could make local arrangements.”
b. PICK A DATE and Coordinate with EM.

4. Consider holding an annual or biannual IL CIG Workshop to focus on various aspects of Information Literacy.

a. HOPS Response: “We have one "tweak" to goal #4, in that we suggest that the wording be:  "Consider holding an occasional IL CIG workshop to focus on various aspects of Information Literacy."   That phrasing gives you the most flexibility in securing a good topic, funding, etc.”
